For centuries, Holland has been known for its international
orientation and open-minded culture. It ties to other parts

of the world have brought many foreigners to settle in the

Even though most people in Holland speak English, you may
want to learn some Dutch. You also might be surprised to learn
how many Dutch words have been borrowed by other languages.
The Dutch word baas (boss), can be traced back in 57 languages
spread over all continents and is therefore the most widely
adopted Dutch word.

Admission requirements

Contact the Dutch institution offering the programme of
your choice for information about admission requirements.
Generally, the main requirement for admission to a
bachelor’s programme is a secondary-school diploma at

the appropriate level. For admission to a master’s degree
programme, applicants must have at least a bachelor’s degree
or its equivalent. IELTS and TOEFL are commonly accepted
language tests. If you meet the requirements, follow the
institution’s procedure for admission.

PhD

PhD degrees are only offered by research universities.

PhD candidates in Holland are regarded as professional
researchers rather than as students. The majority of the PhD
candidates are employed, which strengthens their status as
professional researcher.

Students are awarded recognised degrees only after completing
an accredited degree programme. The higher education
accreditation system aims to guarantee that study programmes
meet the highest standards. Bachelor’s and master’s programmes
that meet a specific set of criteria are accredited (i.e. officially
recognised) by the NVAO (the Accreditation Organisation of the
Netherlands and Flanders). PhD programmes are not accredited
by the NVAO: they are the responsibility of the individual
education institutions. This also applies to programmes and
courses leading to a certificate or a diploma, which includes
specialised courses.

The Code of Conduct lays down standards for Dutch higher
education institutions in their relations with international
students. By signing the Code of Conduct, the institutions

provide international students with a guarantee of the quality of
their programmes and of their student recruitment, admission
and counselling procedures. Only institutions that have signed
the Code are allowed to recruit international students. All
institutions whose study programmes are listed in the database of
international study programmes and courses on our website have
signed the Code of Conduct.
